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FIRST GRADE REVIEW

The Willetton Crows returned to the First Grade
competition for the first time in more than two
decades, but unfortunately found the going tough
and finished the season at the foot of the ladder.

The Crows missed out on the perfect start to their
top flight return when Armadale skipped away in
the last hour to a score of 273, which proved to be
67 runs too many despite a debut century from
Richard Soulsby.

Willetton could feel aggrieved at not gaining their
first win in the next round against Hilton Palmyra
when a combination of darkening skies and slow
play meant that the Crows were 40 runs short of
victory with five wickets in hand and more than an
hour to go in the game.

Lady Luck certainly was
round when the Crows were defeated by Kelmscott
by 13 runs despite 527 from John Gallagher.

After that, Willetton suffered a threematch losing
streak which included no team scores of over 125
and powerful performances by SMCA heavyweights
CBC and Leeming Spartan. Batting proved to be a
particular problem with only two scores of 200 or
more and only six 5@un partnerships for the
season.

The Crows were left the difficult task of needing to
win most of their last four matches to retain their
First Grade status. They started well by cruising to
victory against Kardinya Lakes, but lost their last
three matches to finish with one win and one draw
from their ten outings.

The two British imports led the way with the bat as
wicketkeeper Richard Soulsby scored 381 runs
and claimed 12 dismissals and Richard Oliver took
over the captaincy after Christmas in a season
where he scored 284 runs and also took 15
wickets.

Patrick Vallence was once again amongst the runs
with 261 runs, as was Barry Savage (195 and 19
wickets), whilst club stalwarts Paul Tunnicliffe (20
wickets, including 618 against Kardinya Lakes)
and Tim Sewell (19 wickets) added bite to the
bowling attack, and cecoach John Gallagher took
17 wickets.
